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GREAT LIGHT 

READ: Genesis 1:16 

The people who sit in darkness have seen a GREAT LIGHT, and on those who sit in the 

region and shadow of death a light has dawned." 

           -Matthew 4:16 | NET 

Apostle John in his introductory writing concerning the gospel of Jesus Christ, made mention of 

the Son of God being the word of God. Through further deduction of the proof of Him, He made 

mention of the Word being light. In him was life and the life WAS the light of men, he said 

(John 1:5). What does Apostle John mean by the word being light in the past?
